Tree of Knowledge Level 5 Requirements

Levels 1, 2, 3, and 4 need to be completed before beginning Level 5.

Memory work must be recited to an adult other than the parent of the child and
can be recited on 3 different dates or on the same date to 3 different adults.

The listening adult will need to sign and date the memory work page for the child
to get credit for it.

After reciting the scripture three times, the child will receive an acorn for that
item of memory work. They will attach their acorn to the “Tree of Knowledge”
canvas, and they will have their picture taken with their acorn and be
acknowledged in the bulletin and during announcements.

Once all memory work is learned, the child will receive their own tree canvas of
all their tree items presented to them by the elders.

Note: Charlotte is keeping a list of all memory work recited per individual. Please
hand your signing sheet to her on Sunday when at the church building or send a
picture of the sheet to theshauby@gmail.com when a verse has been said to
ensure accurate records.

Romans 6:1-10

What shall we say, then? Shall we go on sinning so that grace may

increase? By no means! We died to sin; how can we live in it any
longer? Or don’t you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ
Jesus were baptized into his death? We were therefore buried with him
through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from
the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.

If we have been united with him like this in his death, we will certainly
also be united with him in his resurrection. For we know that our old
self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be done away
with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin— because anyone who
has died has been freed from sin.

Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him.
For we know that since Christ was raised from the dead, he cannot die
again; death no longer has mastery over him. The death he died, he
died to sin once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God.
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Romans 6:11-18

In the same way, count yourselves dead to sin but alive to God in Christ

Jesus. Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you
obey its evil desires. Do not offer the parts of your body to sin, as
instruments of wickedness, but rather offer yourselves to God, as those
who have been brought from death to life; and offer the parts of your
body to him as instruments of righteousness. For sin shall not be your
master, because you are not under law, but under grace.

What then? Shall we sin because we are not under the law but under
grace? By no means! Don’t you know that when you offer yourselves to
someone to obey him as slaves, you are slaves to the one whom you
obey—whether you are slaves to sin, which leads to death, or to
obedience, which leads to righteousness? But thanks be to God that,
though you used to be slaves to sin, you wholeheartedly obeyed the
form of teaching to which you were entrusted. You have been set free
from sin and have become slaves to righteousness.
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Ephesians 6:1-9

Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right. “Honor your

father and mother” —which is the first commandment with a promise -
“that it may go well with you and that you may enjoy long life on the
earth.”

Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the
training and instruction of the Lord.

Slaves, obey your earthly masters with respect and fear, and with
sincerity of heart, just as you would obey Christ. Obey them not only to
win their favor when their eye is on you, but like slaves of Christ, doing
the will of God from your heart. Serve wholeheartedly, as if you were
serving the Lord, not men, because you know that the Lord will reward
everyone for whatever good he does, whether he is slave or free.

And masters, treat your slaves in the same way. Do not threaten them,
since you know that he who is both their Master and yours is in heaven,
and there is no favoritism with him.
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Matthew 6:1-8

“Be careful not to do your ‘acts of righteousness’ before men, to be
seen by them. If you do, you will have no reward from your Father in
heaven.

“So when you give to the needy, do not announce it with trumpets, as
the hypocrites do in the synagogues and on the streets, to be honored
by men. | tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full. But
when you give to the needy, do not let your left hand know what your
right hand is doing, so that your giving may be in secret. Then your
Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you.

“And when you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, for they love to pray
standing in the synagogues and on the street corners to be seen by
men. | tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full. But
when you pray, go into your room, close the door and pray to your
Father, who is unseen. Then your Father, who sees what is done in
secret, will reward you. And when you pray, do not keep on babbling
like pagans, for they think they will be heard because of their many
words. Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you need
before you ask him.
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1 Corinthians 12:12-27

The body is a unit, though it is made up of many parts, and though all its parts are
many, they form one body. So it is with Christ. For we were all baptized by one
Spirit into one body—whether Jews or Greeks, slave or free—and we were all
given the one Spirit to drink. Now the body is not made up of one part but of

many.
If the foot should say, “Because | am not a hand, | do not belong to the body,” it
would not for that reason cease to be part of the body. And if the ear should say,
“Because | am not an eye, | do not belong to the body,” it would not for that
reason cease to be part of the body. If the whole body were an eye, where would
the sense of hearing be? If the whole body were an ear, where would the sense of
smell be? But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them,
just as he wanted them to be. If they were all one part, where would the body
be? As it is, there are many parts, but one body.

The eye cannot say to the hand, “l don’t need you!” And the head cannot say to
the feet, “l don’t need you!” On the contrary, those parts of the body that seem
to be weaker are indispensable, and the parts that we think are less honorable we
treat with special honor. And the parts that are unpresentable are treated with
special modesty, while our presentable parts need no special treatment. But God
has combined the members of the body and has given greater honor to the parts
that lacked it, so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts
should have equal concern for each other. If one part suffers, every part suffers
with it; if one part is honored, every part rejoices with it. Now you are the body
of Christ, and each of you is a part of it.
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Romans 12:14-21

Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse. Rejoice with
those who rejoice; mourn with those who mourn. Live in harmony with
one another. Do not be proud, but be willing to associate with people
of low position. Do not be conceited.

Do not repay anyone evil for evil. Be careful to do what is right in the
eyes of everyone. If it is possible, as far as it depends on you, live at
peace with everyone. Do not take revenge, my friends, but leave room
for God’s wrath, for it is written: “It is mine to avenge; | will repay,” says
the Lord. On the contrary:
“If your enemy is hungry, feed him;

if he is thirsty, give him something to drink.
In doing this, you will heap burning coals on his head.”
Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.
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Matthew 5:43-48

“You have heard that it was said, ‘Love your neighbor and hate your

enemy.’ But | tell you: Love your enemies and pray for those who
persecute you, that you may be sons of your Father in heaven. He
causes his sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sends rain on the
righteous and the unrighteous. If you love those who love you, what
reward will you get? Are not even the tax collectors doing that? And if
you greet only your brothers, what are you doing more than others? Do
not even pagans do that? Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly
Father is perfect.
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Matthew 6:25-34

“Therefore | tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or

drink; or about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more
important than food, and the body more important than clothes? Look
at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns,
and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not much more
valuable than they? Who of you by worrying can add a single hour to
his life?

“And why do you worry about clothes? See how the lilies of the field
grow. They do not labor or spin. Yet | tell you that not even Solomon in
all his splendor was dressed like one of these. If that is how God clothes
the grass of the field, which is here today and tomorrow is thrown into
the fire, will he not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? So do
not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or
‘What shall we wear?’ For the pagans run after all these things, and
your heavenly Father knows that you need them. But seek first his
kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you
as well. Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will
worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.

“Do not judge, or you too will be judged. For in the same way you judge
others, you will be judged, and with the measure you use, it will be

measured to you.

“Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother’s eye and pay
no attention to the plank in your own eye? How can you say to your
brother, ‘Let me take the speck out of your eye,” when all the time
there is a plank in your own eye? You hypocrite, first take the plank out
of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck
from your brother’s eye.

Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the

door will be opened to you. For everyone who asks receives; he who
seeks finds; and to him who knocks, the door will be opened.

Which of you, if his son asks for bread, will give him a stone? Or if he
asks for a fish, will give him a snake? If you, then, though you are evil,
know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your
Father in heaven give good gifts to those who ask him! So in everything,
do to others what you would have them do to you, for this sums up the
Law and the Prophets.

Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the
road that leads to destruction, and many enter through it. But small is
the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a few find it.
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Matthew 7:15-23

“Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep’s clothing,
but inwardly they are ferocious wolves. By their fruit you will recognize
them. Do people pick grapes from thornbushes, or figs from thistles?
Likewise, every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad tree bears bad
fruit. A good tree cannot bear bad fruit, and a bad tree cannot bear
good fruit. Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and
thrown into the fire. Thus, by their fruit you will recognize them.

“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,” will enter the kingdom of
heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven.
Many will say to me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in
your name and in your name drive out demons and perform many
miracles?’ Then | will tell them plainly, ‘I never knew you. Away from

me, you evildoers!’

Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God, and
everyone who loves the father loves his child as well. This is how we
know that we love the children of God: by loving God and carrying out
his commands. This is love for God: to obey his commands. And his
commands are not burdensome, for everyone born of God overcomes
the world. This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our
faith. Who is it that overcomes the world? Only he who believes that
Jesus is the Son of God.

This is the one who came by water and blood—Jesus Christ. He did not
come by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit who
testifies, because the Spirit is the truth. For there are three that testify:
the Spirit, the water and the blood; and the three are in agreement. We
accept man’s testimony, but God’s testimony is greater because it is the
testimony of God, which he has given about his Son. Anyone who
believes in the Son of God has this testimony in his heart. Anyone who
does not believe God has made him out to be a liar, because he has not
believed the testimony God has given about his Son. And this is the
testimony: God has given us eternal life, and this life is in his Son. He
who has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son of God does
not have life.
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1 John 5:13-21

| write these things to you who believe in the name of the Son of God
so that you may know that you have eternal life. This is the confidence

we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his
will, he hears us. And if we know that he hears us—whatever we ask—
we know that we have what we asked of him.

If anyone sees his brother or sister commit a sin that does not lead to
death, he should pray and God will give him life. | refer to those whose
sin does not lead to death. There is a sin that leads to death. | am not
saying that you should pray about that. All wrongdoing is sin, and there
is sin that does not lead to death.

We know that anyone born of God does not continue to sin; the one
who was born of God keeps him safe, and the evil one cannot harm
him. We know that we are children of God, and that the whole world is
under the control of the evil one. We know also that the Son of God has
come and has given us understanding, so that we may know him who is
true. And we are in him who is true- even in his Son Jesus Christ. He is
the true God and eternal life.

Dear children, keep yourselves from idols.
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1 John 4:12-21

No one has ever seen God; but if we love one another, God lives in us

and his love is made complete in us.

We know that we live in him and he in us, because he has given us of
his Spirit. And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent his Son
to be the Savior of the world. If anyone acknowledges that Jesus is the
Son of God, God lives in him and he in God. And so we know and rely on
the love God has for us.

God is love. Whoever lives in love lives in God, and God in him. In this
way, love is made complete among us so that we will have confidence
on the day of judgment, because in this world we are like him. There is
no fear in love. But perfect love drives out fear, because fear has to do
with punishment. The one who fears is not made perfect in love.

We love because he first loved us. If anyone says, “I love God,” yet
hates his brother, he is a liar. For anyone who does not love his brother,
whom he has seen, cannot love God, whom he has not seen. And he
has given us this command: Whoever loves God must also love his
brother.
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Matthew 11:25-30

At that time Jesus said, “I praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth,

because you have hidden these things from the wise and learned, and
revealed them to little children. Yes, Father, for this was your good
pleasure.

“All things have been committed to me by my Father. No one knows
the Son except the Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son
and those to whom the Son chooses to reveal him.
